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Characteristics of the residential environment in Al-Salama and Gulail
districts in Jeddah and their relationship to social and economic
characteristics of the population.

Abstract

This study seeks to explore the residential environment in Al-Salamah
and Gulail districts, and their relationship to social and economic
characteristics of the population in Jeddah city. in order to know the
variation in the characteristics between the study neighborhoods which
were selected as al-Salamah district as an example of modern planned
districts while Gulil represents the city's old shanty neighborhoods. The
researcher hopes that the results of this study would contribute with the
competent authorities in the city to develop plans and appropriate
strategies to cope with the large increase in the number of population in
the city.

For suitability of the nature of this study, Survey descriptive approaches
have been used to achieve the study goals. Statistical methods have been
used through the statistical packages for social science (SPSS) software.
The data used in the study relied initially on statistical data issued by the
Jeddah Municipality, and Department of Education of the Makkah
Region, National Water Company, Saudi Electricity Company, and the
Management of Hospitals in Jeddah city, as well as scientific references
and books, periodicals and scientific research and thesis which related to
the subject of study.

The study concluded by findings and recommendations and the most
important is that the existence of sami-inverse relationship between the
residential environment in the neighborhoods of the study, where the
most important recommendations of the study is to find effective
solutions through innovative methods to prevent the mixing of sewage
with surface groundwater in the districts of the study, so that it can
control and prevent pollution of the environment which could caused high
risk to the population, and the study also recommends that to destruct
abandoned and ramshackle buildings in Gulil district and to take
advantage of building recreation centers, and green areas instead.
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
